Miss Park’s Classroom Rules and Consequences 

The Rules

1) Students must be prepared for class.  Students 

    should have their textbook, three-ring binder, 

    paper, pens, and pencils. (five each, pens & pencils)
2) Students must not be excessively tardy.  If you 

    cannot physically get to class on time, then you 

    need to get special clearance from the Nurse’s 

    Office, or you will need to change your schedule.

3) Students must not be truant or excessively

    absent.  There are few exceptions to this rule other 

    than serious health issues which are excused.  

    Truancies will be taken VERY SERIOUSLY!!

4) Students will not be allowed to leave their

    assigned seats without permission.  Students 

    have assigned seats, and unnecessary movement 

    throughout the classroom can be very disruptive to

    the learning environment.

5) Students will not be allowed to talk without 

    permission.  This rule is especially in force while 

    the teacher, or another student, is speaking.

6) Students are required to refrain from making 

    noise or being generally disruptive.  NO 

    electronic devices (cell phones, iPods & mp3 

    players, etc...) are allowed to be used in class.    

    The audio, visual, or video recording of any 

    student, the teacher, or course materials is 

    forbidden without permission from the teacher.    

    Students must be considerate of others at all times.

7) Students will NOT be allowed to chew gum, eat,
    or sell food in class without permission from the 

    teacher.  

8) Students are required to keep the classroom 

    clean and orderly.

9) Students must make-up any missed exams

    within the first five school days following an 

    excused absence.  Students will not be allowed 

    to make-up ANY assignments, including exams, 

    unless the absence is officially cleared through 

    the attendance office.

10) STUDENTS WILL NOT EMBARRASS,

      RIDICULE, OR “MAKE FUN OF” ANY 

      OTHER STUDENT OR THE TEACHER.  

      The classroom must be a safe environment for 

      discussion, opinion, debate, experimentation and 

      growth.  Students are expected to treat each other 

      with dignity and respect at all times.

The Consequences

1) On the third (3rd) occasion of a lack of preparedness, you will receive detention.  Any further occurrences of not being prepared for class will result in detention, parental contact, and referral to the Assistant Principal of Supervision.

2 and 3) The MHS TTW (Tardy, Truancy & Wandering) policy will be strictly enforced.
4, 5 and 6) If repeated offenses take place, the student

will receive detention.  If the behavior is not corrected, parental contact will take place and the student will receive detention and a referral to the Assistant Principal of Supervision.  Continued offenses could result in suspension and removal from the class.

7) The food or item being sold will be confiscated and will not be returned until after school.  Infractions will result in detention and possible referral to the Assistant Principal of Supervision depending upon the situation.

8) Students who leave trash on the floor, or otherwise cause the room to become disorderly, will receive detention, and if behavior is not corrected will receive a referral to the Assistant Principal of Supervision.

9) Students will receive a zero (0) for any assignment that was due or any quiz or exam which was given on a day that the student was truant.  Students will also receive a zero (0) for any assignment or exam which is not made-up within the first five days following their return from an excused absence. 

10) Depending upon the circumstances and severity of the offensive behavior, the student will receive detention, referral to the Assistant Principal of Supervision, and a parental conference may be scheduled.  ANY further infractions may result in the student’s removal from the class.
