Current Issue Storybook Project

Stories are a great way to learn about history on a deeper level and different perspective than getting information from a textbook.  Many books are works of historical fiction that use factual information about a given time period to tell an interesting story.  The characters in these stories either actively take part in the historical event or observe the event while dealing with their own problems.  
For this project, you will write a fictional story of a character that either directly or indirectly experiences the events of your assigned time period or event.  Remember to focus the story on your assigned event and to stay true to the facts, although you may take some artistic license in creating your story.  Your story must be written for third grade students so be sure to write clearly enough for a child to understand the historical event through your story.
