6. Why was water transport preferred over land transport?  (your analysis)

7. Why did the Song switch to paper money?

8. What became a major center of trade with Southeast and South Asia, as well as with Korea and Japan?
9. What was the capital of the Northern Song?  the Southern Song?

10. Why was Confucianism popular in China?

11. What dominated the skyline of many cities during the Song dynasty?

12. How did woodblock printing change Song society and politics?

13. Explain the development of a broader elite that replaced the hereditary aristocracy.  How did it lead to changes in their society?

14. What role did women have during the Song period?  children?

15. How did the Song improve their military?

16. What came to be considered a normal ladder to success in Song China?
